There i1s no doubt that as a part of education, living and
studying abroad can help them have a deeper understanding
about the language and culture. Exposed Iin a language
environment, students would have more opportunities to
speak the language in their daily life, and communicate with
the locals frequently. So they may find it easy and fast to
acquire a foreign language and some of them who are talented
in language would even have a good command of language,
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which might have an advantage in their academic study and
career development.
